· Money Raised:

· November tea/bazaar 10% of sale items were to be donated to DAWC.  Received 11,000 takas.  Do not believe that all vendors were honest – next time sell tables at bazaar instead

· Cyclone Sidr Christmas children’s movie and bake sale

· All funds raised for Sidr relief (donated to Habitat for Humanity) raised slightly under 4,500tk
· Charity Luau

· See adult activities for more information; raised 340,227.24tk
· Natalie put all the effort into organizing Luau.  Her favorite Dhaka charity is Bright Star School, agreed to 50% since she worked so hard – later realized charity cap of 75,000tk in bylaws for DAWC but already had issued check.

· Charities funded
· Bright Star school tk 172,000 went into their building fund for a new school

· Satee Samaj Kalyan Smamity 65,000 tk for medicine and materials for sewing and embroidery project (fully funded request)
· VIALISA 24,000tk for new sewing and embroidery machine (fully funded request)
· Holy Cross Girls High School 30,000tk for scholarship for needy girls (no request but wanted to continue with our long standing relationship)
· CRP to paint the William and Marie Taylor Inclusive Educational School 50,00tk of 108,000 requested
· Bottomley Home Orphanage 15,000tk for books and stationary supplies (no tk amount requested)

· Habitat for Humanity 4,500 tk to be applied towards rebuilding in Cyclone Sidr affected area.
