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I would like to thank 
everyone who gave 
me a chance to talk 
about our tea at the 

DAWC Fall Tea last week. I am 
very proud of our product and 
sometimes get rather enthusias-
tic about it!  
 
Let me tell you a little about my-
self. My name is Juditha 
Ohlmacher, and this is my 5th 
year with DAWC. I met my hus-
band, Kazi Anis Ahmed, at New 
York University. I was doing my 
Masters in Cinema Studies and 
he his PhD in Comparative Lit-
erature. We moved back to 
Bangladesh in 2004 and have 
been active in the family busi-
nesses since we returned. Anis 
is now in charge of both the Uni-
versity of Liberal Arts Bangla-
desh (ULAB) and Kazi & Kazi 
Tea Estate. 
 
Our garden is located in the 
northernmost upazila of Tetulia, 
in sight of the Himalayas. In 
Bangladesh we sell our tea un-
der the name of "KK Tea", and in 
America it is known as "Tetulia 
Tea". The Bangladesh brand 
carries only the locally-popular 
black tea, but in America we sell 
a range of blended teas, from 
the traditional "Earl of Bengal" to 
ayurvedics like Vasaka, Neem 

and Tulsi.  
Established on virgin soil in 
2000, Kazi & Kazi is the only tea 
garden in Bangladesh to be 
USDA certified 100% organic, 

and the only garden we know of 
that has approached tea cultivation 
this way. 
 
Kazi & Kazi is not an ordinary tea 
garden. We sought an enterprise 
that would give the most people a 
living wage while protecting the 
environment. Not content with the 
social programs already in place, 
we established a cooperative to 
run a new kind of education, health 
and cattle-lending program for the 
people working in the garden and 
surrounding areas.  
 
Anis explains: 
ñWe have been eager to engage 
with the community in a mutually 
beneficial manner. This is why we 
started a Cooperative that is open 
both to its workers, and to 
neighbors in surrounding villages. 
Our Cooperative began with an 
innovative method focused on 
dairy. Co-op members receive a 
milking cow, for which they pay 
back not in cash, but with milk and 
cow dung.  Members pay only one 
liter of milk per day, keeping the 
rest for their children and the 
calves. They pay 10 to 20 kgs of 
cow dungs per day, keeping a 
measure for their own use.  
 
"This easy 'barter' form of payback 
takes off the pressure of cash pay-
ments, making the co-op a practi-
cal alternative even to the micro-
credit operations for which Bangla-
desh is now famous. Most mem-
bers manage to pay off their cow 
within two to three years. Best of 

all, they keep any calves that the 
cow bears, doubling or trebling 
their cattle wealth!"  

 
In Tetulia we: 
Å    Do virtually no tilling, weed-
ing, etc. 
Å    Develop the soil with cover 
crops and mulch 
Å    Utilize water bodies & herbal 
shade trees to restore the eco-
balance to the area 
Å    Use only natural pest & weed 
controls 
Å    Nourish the land with bio-
fertilizers and bio-gas plants 
Å    Protect wildlife  

 
Our mission is to sustain the 
land and the people while pro-
ducing top-quality tea.
